NAMP Calls USDA Move a Powerful Signal to World Trade 
(WASHINGTON, DC Friday, October 14, 2007)  In March, the North American Meat Processors Association, on behalf of its members in the U.S. and Canada, urged the USDA to make a regulatory change to allow the importation of bovine from Canada 30 months of age and older. Today, the Department of Agriculture announced that it is harmonizing trade rules with Canada and NAMP applauds this step forward.

Responding to today’s announcement, Phil Kimball, Executive Director of the North American Meat Processors (NAMP) said, “The management of cattle movement and the beef trade between Canada and the US is watched by our trading partners, particularly Japan. By normalizing the cattle movement of all ages in North America, we will send a powerful signal to the rest of the world that the minimal risk approach is based on sound science and, therefore, should be used by all countries to restore and normalize world beef trade.
