(WASHINGTON, DC, August 13, 2007)  Responding to several recent, high profile recalls caused by the detection of E. coli O157:H7 in meat products, Phil Kimball, Executive Director of the North American Meat Processors Association (NAMP), announced a special conference, developed with the support of the Beef Industry Food Safety Council (BIFSCo), for beef further processors on September 25 at the Four Points by Sheraton near Chicago’s O’Hare Airport.

        Dr. James Marsden of Kansas State University, a noted expert on E. coli O157:H7 and NAMP’s Senior Science Advisor, and
        Dr. Dan Engeljohn, Deputy Assistant Administrator, FSIS Office of Policy, which is responsible for generating government regulations on E. coli O157:H7control
 
Kimball said the program will “include new intervention technologies, regulatory compliance information including a first look at possible new FSIS initiatives, how to set up a successful testing program, and how to write purchasing specifications to insure the safety of incoming raw materials.”
 
The conference is especially timely as FSIS has renewed its focus on E. coli 0157:H7 as a result of recent recalls and is expected to increase inspection-related activities dealing with the pathogen.  It’s 
designed for processors who produce ground beef, mechanically tenderized steaks and other non-intact beef products.
